Click Open Curriculum next to your Path title to access the
components of the Path

. Click the arrow next to Launch for the project you are working on,

and click on the word “Launch” in the drop-down list. A new window
will open up on your screen

. To read through the entire assignment for your project use the large

forward and back arrows on the sides of the screen or use the drop
down menu at the bottom of the screen

You cannot move onto the next project in your current level until the
pre and post assessments have been submitted

You cannot move onto the next level of your Path until you have
requested the VP of Education to submit your award through
Pathways and toastmasters.org for the level you have completed
